U. S. TO CONTROL WHEAT. 

Children Cry

Plans For Taking Over Crop Is 
Co1u:;idered 

Washington, Aug. 13.-Pl�ns fo1· 
controlling the distribution of wheat 
and for regulating the n1anufacture 
and sale of floµr were completed to­ 
day by the food administration. 

Creation of a wheat control board 
will be announced as soon as Fresi­ 
dent Wilson has approved its person­ 
nel. This board, comprising officals 
of food ad1ninistration and leading 
1nen .from the gl'ain and milling au­ 
thorities ,vill bo responsible for put­ 
ting in to effect measures announced 
last night by the food administration. 

Regulations governing the control 
of wheat from the time it leaves th(' 
producer until it reaches the bak«:r 
will go into effect September 1. 

In fixing a price to be paid to pro­ 
ducers for· wheat,- the f0od adminis­ 
tration, it is said, today will seek to 
give the farmer a fair price and at 
the same time a figure which wiU 
permit the· public to receive bread at 
a price much below that now pre­ 
vailing. Licenses will be granted tc 
flour mills only on conditon that the� 
charge a fair and reasonable price fo; 
their product. 

As soon as the wheat and flour au 
thorities have been put under regu 
lation, the food administration plan 
to extend its control to bakeries, hop 
ing to reduce the price now paid fo 
bread. '!'here is no Plan to put ce 
reals other than wheat under imme 
diate control, although sugar may soon 
be' under Government supervision. 

The price of the 1917 crop of wheat 
to the farmers will be fi�ed by a 
con1mittee of which President Gar­ 
field of William Col!ege, will be th< 
chaii'.ma:i. Congress set a price of $2 
on the 1!)18 crop.

ENTIRE 678,000 MEN WILL 
BE IN CAMP OCTOBER FIRST 

Drafted Men Will Begin to Entrain j 
On September First. 

Washington, Aug. 13.-The entire 
G78,000 men composing the first in­ 
crement of the army draft forces will 
be under training early fn October. 
Under orders issued today the first 
30 per cent (?f the quota of each dis­ 
trict will begin entrainment for can­ 
tonments September 5; the next 30 1 
per cent September 80. The re­ 
maining 10 per cent will be mobilized 
as soon after that date as possible. 

The plan to assemble the new forces 
in three increments distributes the 
task of furnishing supplies and equip­ 
ment through September. 

The order issued today means that I about 1�0,000 men will reach each of I the 16 cantonments soon after Sep­ 
tember 5. They will be first examined 
physically by army doctors and finally 
accepted or rejected. This wil1 take 
some time, and the men will have to , 
be furnished with temporary quarters I 
and rationed while awaiting examina­ 
tion. If the full quota were assem­ 
bled at one time, great condfusion 
would result. 

Presumably tha first increment will 
have been organized into skeleton , 
companies, battalions or regiments be-1· 
fore the second arrives. 

In farming communities, local 
boards now will arrange the lists of 
those to fill the first increment with\ 
local crop conditions in mind. Men I engagc_d in harvesting work and who 
otherwise would go with the first third I 

of the district quota will be passed 
over to the second or third as may 
be necessary. · 

Reviewing the question of discharge 
for dependent relatives, General Crow­ 
der issued a supplemental ruling to­ 
day showing that persons should not 
be discharged because of dependents 1 
resident abroad. l 

"The object of the law permitting ' 
persons to be discharged provided he 
has a person falling within any of 
the classes of dependents dependent I 

upon him, was to prevent such de- ' 
pendents becoming a charge upon the '. 
American people," the ruling says. "A; 
dependent residing abroad could not · 
become such a charge." I 

That conscientious objectors to war I 

were not to be excused entirely from 
serving the country was made clear · 
ill another ruling, which holds that 

I such persons should be sent- to the · 
inOblization camps along with others ' 
drafted, to be assigned later to non- : 
combatant branches of the services. ! 
It is presumed they will serve in the ' 
quartermaster corps, the medical 
corps or other units not employed in 
actual combat. I 

Only in rare cases are railway mail 
clerks to be exempted. Today the 
Postoffice Department announced that 
published reports ob blanket exemp­ 
tion for this class of postal employee 
were based on a misinterpretation of I the department order covering postal I =============,,--,==�-�-----�-=-==­ 
exemptions. Only scheme clerks, chief I 
clerks and assistant chief clerks of 
the railway mail service wil be giveln ' 
exemptions, and most of them are · 
above military age. 

The Postoffice Department an­ 
nounced also that it would certify ex­ 
emptions for postoffice inspeCtors, but 
not for postmasters. Postmasters of � 
the first, second and third classes, · 
however, are exempted specifically un- I 
der the law.

Another official statement issued 
this evening says.: 

"The reports of our pilots show con 
elusively that the enemy aircraft for- 
1nation which attacked the eastern 
counties yet was making for London. 
On sighting the large number of air­ 
planes which were sent up against 
them they turned abruptly and made 
their way out to sea again droping 
some bombs on Southend and unload­ 
ing the rest when out at sea. 

"The action of our anti-aircraft gun 
was of a great assistance to our fight­ 

' ing squadrons. 
Thirty-two persons were killed and 

43 persons were injured by the bombs 
dropped by German raiders on South­ 
eastern coast towns yesterday, said an 
official statement. Ten men, 13 wo­ 
men and nine children were killed. 
Thistecn men, 18 women and 12 chil­ 
dren were injured.
