GET RID OF THAT BACl{ACHE! 

Every season has iits especial ·as­ 
sociations. Just a sthe lengthening 
days and budding roses of late May 
and early June bring back to many 
of us pleasant memories of Marion 
College Commencement, so is the 
coi:1ing of th~ autumn forever as­ 
sociated in our minds with •the an­ 
nual opening of that time, honored 
institution. September means much 
more to the people of Marion than 
crj.sp clear nights and golden days, 
much .more than the ingathering of 
fruits and the storing of fuel .against 
the winter, much more than gorge· 
ous woodlands and gardens gay with 
particolored dahlias and chrysanthe­ 
mums. It means the spreading wide 
of College door11 and windows, re­ 
newed activity within and without the 
b11ildings after three months of sil­ 
ence and inertia. It means the sound 
of glad young voices on the campus, 
steps and portico, the sight of glad 
young faces and daintily·clad forms 
moving brisltly and busily from lthis 
task to that, from one form of re­ 
creation'· to another. It means the 
return to town of former teachers, 
the introduction of new· ones into our 
social life, and the lavish befltowal 
upon us of their varied intellectual, 
adistic J,llJ!d /practical ·gifts.

In accordance with its determina· 
tion to go forward and never back­ 
ward, the College offers improved 
methodcs in all of its special depart­ 
ments, and a broadness of scope sur­ 
passing that of any previous year. 
The departments of piano, violin, 
voice, expres~on, domestic art and 
science, always highly creditable, 
will provide exceptional -advantages, 
the instructors being both gifted and 
experienced and using only modern 
methods. 

The Business Course, including 
Stcnorgraphy, Typing, Book]ceeping 
and Secrmarial Work, ranks with that 
offered by any standard business 
college, a claim which is attested by 
the 1·emarkable popularity of this 
department, and the case with which 
its graduates secure lucrative and 
responsible pot-itions. 

'l'he Cov.rse in 'l'eachers Training, 
w11ich is a Marion College specialty, 
has been so siiccessful that ~t scarce­ 
ly seems necessary to call further 
attention to it. It gives the College 
student an opportunity to equip her· 
self for the teaching profession while 
taking her regular College course, 
thus eliminating the necessity of a 
separate training at a special school. 
The methods used in this department 
are in strict accordance with the 
state requirements, and· rthe gradua­ 
tion certificates entitle the student., 
to positions in both grammar and 
high schools. So far there is no 1·e· 
cord of the failure of any student of 
,the Marion College Training Class to 
give satisfaction as a Public School 
Instructor. 'rhe same success marks 
the career of students who prefer to 
continue a College course rather than 
ehter the t~aching field, one of them 
having been awarded her A. B. de­ 
gree at the University of Virginia 
in two years, and receiving the high· 
est grade in English in her class. 

On the whole, the prospect for n 
pleasant P.nd successful year for the 
College management, facully amt 
students, and incidentally for Marion, 
is unusually pronrlsing. It is 1·eason­ 
able to hope that the College anti the 
town will co-operrote i.n bringing this 
promising outlook to fulfillment.
